The Habitat Land has been very busy in 2010 with 18 bookings for the campground, 10 

of the bookings have been non-paying bookings including Archery, and the Black Pow-

der Club functions and youth groups i.e. Junior Forest Wardens, Cadets, Girl Guides 

and a firearms course. We have a number of bookings for the 2011 season and have 

decided to restrict the number of bookings for 2011. We will not be booking consecutive 

weekends in 2011; every second weekend will be free for club members and their fami-

lies to enjoy the campground and surrounding land. The Fish Pond has been very suc-

cessful in 2010 and the 4 ï 5 kilometers of trails have been maintained to provide ex-

cellent hiking for the members.  

Campground Report:  

Over the winter monthôs unnamed individuals borrowed a number of the plastic folding 

tables from the camp shelter and it appears they brought them back after the hauled 

them down a very muddy road and chose to put them back without cleaning them. Ap-

parently, these less-than-stellar Red Deer members believe cleaning the tables should 

be the responsibility of the volunteers that look after the Habitat Land. We have chosen 

not to lock the group area but if there is anymore incidents similar to this one, we will be 

forced to lock everything. Missing from the Habitat Land this year are a steel welding 

table, chain saw tools, and a Fiskar shearing tool. As a result of the thefts we have lim-

ited the access to the out buildings, in the past we gave the combination lock numbers 

to members asking for access but have discontinued that practice. 

This summer we received an increased amount of complaints regarding dogs running 

loose in the campground and I have warned owners of the dogs the first time I stepped 

in dog poo we would be changing the rules. Guess what? I stepped in some dog poo 

this fall and had the pleasure of being reminded of the smell the trip back to Red Deer, 

effective this spring all dogs will be required to stay in their owners vehicles or campers 

or be leashed anytime the dog is within 100 meters of the camping area and trout pond. 

Signs should be installed prior to the May Long weekend.

 we attempted to organize a work party to remove a large portion of the 

barb wire fence on the east side of the property. I asked our President, Kevin Wingert to 

send an email to our members 5 or 6 days before October 9th and again several days 

before the scheduled work party. Kevinôs has over 200 Fish and Game members with 

email addresses and he sent the request to the members two times, I wasnôt optimistic 

for a good turn out but was very disappointed when only 2 members besides myself 

showed up at the campground, one volunteer was 77 years old and the other volunteer 

was the renter of the Habitat Land house and he brought the post pounder. The old 

fence has been removed and a new fence put up but I hired some locals for the project.

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Most shooters like to be able to hit exactly what they are aiming at. Very few peo-

ple go to the range for the sake of making noise. There is a great deal of satisfac-

tion derived from precision shooting, placing the bullet exactly where it counts. 

This can apply to all manners of shooting, but mainly in pistol competition. In in-

ternationally competitive shooting is where every little thing counts towards the 

outcome. Winning and losing is separated by a fraction of an inch,. Pistol shooting 

has been my interest for over 50 years and coaching came later in life as my abil-

ity to produce good scores diminished. Now it is more of a hobby rather than be-

ing a member of Canadaôs   National Team representing our nation on the inter-

national stage. Now it is more ñdo as I sayò, that ñdo as I doò.      

One thing I learned after all this time is that thte little details done properly com-

bined make a better whole shooter.  

The first and one of the most important details of pistol shooting, is the shooters 

stance. This is the platform from where everything starts. The shooter must stand 

in a manner that reduces body movement or body sway to a minimum. None of 

body  motion should be transmitted to the pistol. One handed shooting is best for 

precision shooting. While two-handed shooting may be okay for rapid fire combat 

type shooting where quick sight alignment is of importance, but in most interna-

tional shooting matches time is not an important factor. Two-handed shooting with 

out stretched arms make a triangle which is very solid and rigid, hence it transmits 

any body tremors to the gun. 

One-handed with a fully extended arm deduces the chances of misaligning the 

sights. The arm is attached to the body via a ball socket. No matter where the 

body positions itself the gun can stay on target, it works almost like a gyroscope. 

The shooter standing flat on towards the target is very stable to the side, but is 

prone to sway back and forth hence the chance of bullets spraying up and down. 

Standing totally sideways reduces the tendency to place bullets up or down, but 

changes the group from up and down to side to side placement because of body 

instability. Obviously the best stance is somewhere between the two positions.  

One of the most important aspects of precision shooting is a shooters comfortable 

position in relationship to the target. To find the position or stance is to stand with 

the feet spread at least shoulder width at roughly a 45-degree angle of arm to 

body relationship. Swing your arm side to side to where it feels most relaxed Now 

open you r eyes, if you are off target, don't change the arm to body angle but 

pivot on your front foot and move the back foot. Repeat this exercise until you can 

point at the target with your eyes closed every time.  

This is the stance that reduces a lot of body motion and feels relaxed. For non-

believers, try it a few times and you will see your shooting scores improving. Give 

it an honest chance and see the results. More to come later on. Good shooting for 

now.
